WHEREAS, Part 617.12 (b)-(2) of SEQRA, provides that “the adoption of changes in the
allowable uses within any zoning districts affecting 25 or more acres,” mandates the proposed
amendments to said Local Law be defined as a TYPE | ACTION which requires specific acts by
the Town of Plattsburgh prior to the adoption or rejection of said proposed amendments; and
